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Concerning energy supply is very important for the Indian government to cover increasing demand on electricity. Problems like environmental or ecological consequences do not yet play a role in decision making. This attitude is very typical for developing countries.

With high rates of economic growth and more than 15 % of the world’s population India has become a major consumer of energy resources. In 2006, India was the 6th largest oil purchaser in the world. The energy sector absorbs the largest share part of funds invested in the Indian economy.
Several main issues will be described in our project. Seminar paper should be separated into two main parts - focus on the current situation of Indian energy sector and on the introducing into the problematic. After evaluation and conclusion of current situation the future concept of Indian energy plan will be analyzed and described.
