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Abstract
Reliability of energy relevant strategic plans in the Czech Republic and Austria

Strategic plans are very important political tool to set a long term energy policy. Only such allows investors to predict the energy market adequately. Without these plans the competitiveness of renewable resources (RES) would be in question. Long term planning also helps improving the effectiveness of the energy scheme. Although many European countries have these documents, the question still remains, if these predictions are met. In our paper we will outline the reliability of such plans, issued by the governments of the Czech Republic and Austria.

Data from Czech and Austrian statistical offices and international agencies about climate relevant emissions and other energy sector important characteristics (e.g. share of RES) for the years 2005 to 2009 are gathered. At the same time a research for strategy documents about energy policies from the 90’s up to 2005 of these two countries is done. These two different sources of data then should be compared according to their conformity. Due to the observed findings we get from this analysis, a judgement about the effectiveness of strategic plans in reaching the predictions will be done.

In the end of our paper we will discuss the reliability of the plans, especially out of an investor’s view. For the possible differences we will try to discuss political, social and/or economical reasons briefly.
